	1.
	CALL TO ORDER:  The meeting was called to order at 1:05 pm by President Benoît Pinsonneault.

	c) Announcements:  

i) Volkssporters from the United States and England were acknowledged.

ii) Because of upcoming travel, Kathy Luten, Volkssport Canada Editor, requires material for the next issue prior to June 16.

iii) A letter of recognition was presented to Ray McAnally in honour of his having completed 100,000 km of Volkssport walking.  Ole Olson was thanked for donating the trophy recognizing this accomplishment which now bears two names:  Peggy Sherwood and Ray McAnally.


	
	d) Introductions:  Benoît introduced members of the Board of Directors: Beverley Cattrall, Kathy Parr, Laurie Ross, Sue Osborn, Lisette Boivin, and Rollie Coombes.  He introduced members of the Executive Committee:  Graham Fawcett, Past President, Web Master, and Special Programs Coordinator, Dave Rupar, Treasurer, Lea Tocher, Awards Coordinator, Donna Sullivan, Executive Assistant, and Kaye Farmer, Secretary.  Benoît named the absent Executive members: - Richard Parr, Vice-President, Jacques Fontaine, Materials Manager, David Phillips, Historian/Parliamentarian, Kathy Luten, Volkssport Canada Editor, and Hans-Dieter Fuhr, European Liaison.  



	
	e) Honoured Guests:  Marvin Stokes, AVA Treasurer, was introduced.  He then extended greetings to the meeting. Gifts were exchanged between AVA and CVF.

	VERIFICATION OF QUORUM:
a) Quorum Report:  Kaye Farmer, Secretary, verified that a quorum was present with 29 voting delegates, either in person or by proxy.  

b) Parliamentarian/Rules of Order: In the absence of David Phillips, Benoît announced that Graham Fawcett will act as Parliamentarian, and Robert’s Rules of Order, Revised Edition will be used as guidelines for the meeting.

	AGENDA:
a) Adoption of Agenda:  Adoption of the agenda was moved by Gord Bell, Nepean Nomads, and seconded by Louis Myre, Hub City Wanderers.  Motion carried.


	
	b) Record of Attendance:  It was moved by Laurie Ross, Wascana Wanderers, and seconded by Doug chase, King’s Town Trekkers, that the signature sheets signed by all voting delegates will be used as the Record of Attendance in the Minute Book.

	APPROVAL OF LAST AGM MINUTES:
a) Minutes of 23rd Annual General Meeting Held on May 23, 2009:  It was moved by Ray McAnally, Argosy Rovers, and seconded by Ole Olson, Ottawa-Carleton Volkssport Association, that the minutes be approved as circulated.  Motion carried.

	BUSINESS ARISING FROM THE MINUTES

a) CVF/FCV Business Plan:  Ole Olson summarized his report.  He then moved that this report be introduced and applied to the CVF.  This was seconded by Evelyn Rogers, Fox Creek Wilderness Volkssport Club.  Motion carried.


	
	b) Sponsorships:  Benoît reported that his many requests to banks and corporations for sponsorship have all been denied.  It was suggested that since the Governor General might be helpful in giving advice on this since she is the patron of the CVF.  It was agreed that a contact could be made after the new Governor General appointment is made.



	
	c) CVF AGM/Convention 2011 and Beyond:  Since there is a legal obligation to hold an AGM within fifteen months of the previous one, and since no club has offered to host a convention in 2011, it was agreed that a 2011 AGM will be held by teleconference.  The combined Ottawa area clubs will be hosting the 2012 convention and AGM and it will recognize CVF’s 25th anniversary.



	
	d) CVF Insurance:  Benoît noted that the insurance ramifications for mail-in walk registrations have been established and are in place.

	OLD BUSINESS:
a) 2008 Amendment to Bylaw No. 1 – Approval by Industry Canada:  This amendment dealt with holding an AGM by electronic means.  Our bylaws must be reviewed and approved by Industry Canada.  The amendment passed at our 2008 AGM was submitted to Industry Canada; however, no reply has yet been received.

	APPROVAL OF BYLAWS:  It was moved by Ole Olson, Ottawa-Carleton Volkssport Association, and seconded by Louis Myre, Hub City Wanderers, that the CVF bylaws (un-amended) be approved for the coming year.  Motion carried.



	8.
	APPROVAL OF RULES AND REGULATIONS:
a) Motion to revise the Rules and Regulations:  The following motion was made by Beverley Cattrall, Volkssport Association of British Columbia and seconded by Ron Kent, Dartmouth Volksmarch Club.

The Canadian Volkssport Federation (CVF) has recently introduced an individual membership fee that is paid by every Volkssport club in Canada to CVF for each member who is a member of that club as of September 1.  In view of the potential for CVF to show a financial surplus at the end of its fiscal year, the Volkssport Association of British Columbia moves that the following statement be included in the Rules and Regulations of CVF:

“Every year, no later than June 30, the CVF Board of Directors will review the need for the individual membership fee and will, if deemed appropriate and fiscally prudent to do so, reduce or eliminate it.”

An amendment to change the June 30 date to December 31 was made by Beverley Cattrall and seconded by Verni Brown.  Amendment carried.
The amended motion carried.

	REPORTS (QUESTIONS):  Benoît thanked Graham for compiling the 2009 Annual Report.  

a) A motion was made by Ole Olson, Ottawa-Carleton Volkssport Association, and seconded by Edna McKelvie, Volkssport Club of Medicine Hat, to accept as presented in the 2009 Annual Report individual reports by the President and Directors.  Motion carried.

b) A motion was made by Brenda Dudfield, Surrey Trekkers, and seconded by Gord Bell, Nepean Nomads, to accept as presented in the 2009 Annual Report individual reports by the European Liaison, Executive Assistant, Awards Coordinator, Editor of Volkssport Canada, and Webmaster and Special Program Coordinator.  Motion carried.

c) Dave Rupar, Treasurer, presented the financial picture for CVF and answered any questions.  Anita Corriveau, Gateway Walkers, moved and Joe MacKinnon, Cape Breton Hoppers, seconded that the 2009 financial statements as presented in the Annual Report be adopted.  Motion carried.  

d) Steve McPhee agreed to be auditor for 2010.

	e) Budget:  Dave Rupar presented the proposed budget for 2011.  It was noted that on page 20 of the 2009 Annual Report, the heading “2008 Budget” should read “2009 Budget.”  With that one change, it was moved by Kathy Parr, Volkssport Association of Alberta, and seconded by Ole Olson, Ottawa-Carleton Volkssport Association, that the 2011 budget be accepted as presented in the 2009 Annual Report.  Motion carried.

	a) Service Contract:  It was moved by Doug Chase, King’s Town Trekkers, and seconded by Lisette Boivin, Club Volkssport Nord-Sud, that remuneration of the executive assistant be adjusted by the rate of inflation as reported in the Consumer Price Index of Statistics of Canada as of July 1, 2010, and that it continue to include an annual bus pass.  Motion carried.

	NEW BUSINESS:

	
	a) IVV Congress of Delegates in Luxembourg on July 8-11, 2010:  Benoît spoke about the amendments to IVV Rules and Orders that will be discussed at this meeting.  The three Canadian delegates will be voting against the proposed amendments in accordance with the responses received from the Canadian clubs.



	
	b) Conference of the Americas and Creation of Continental Associations: Graham Fawcett reported that the IVV Presidium is working toward the creation of three continental associations – Europe, Asia, and the Americas.  He has met with representatives from the United States and Brazil to discuss how this would impact us.  He will keep the Canadian clubs informed on this topic.



	
	c) 12th IVV Olympiad and Congress of Delegates in Antalya, Turkey, October 20-23, 2011:  Benoît spoke of this event and that some members of the Quebec club are organizing a 3-week trip (October 8-28, 2011) to Turkey which will include the Olympiad.  They would like to have 40 people for the tour, which will be delivered in French.



	
	d) CVF 25th Anniversary Celebrations Committee:  The CVF Board of Directors has set up a committee to plan 2012 activities for all of Canada in celebration of CVF’s 25th Anniversary.  A budget of $5,500 has been allocated to this committee, comprised of Sue Osborn, Chair, Beverley Cattrall, and Laurie Ross.



	
	e) CVF Volunteer Service Merit Award Nominations – Amendment:  Benoît reported on discussions held by the Board resulting in there being no change to the current rules for nomination; however, in the future, the clubs must send their nominees to their Regional Director, who will assess them and if approved, the directors will forward them to the CVF office for action.
